P arking was a problem at TRM on 
Sunday 2 July.

It was TRM’s Family Fun Day 
linked with the work of the Mission Aviation 
Fellowship (MAF). The Cessna aircraft was a smaller 
version of one that is used by MAF in its life saving 
work in Africa and other developing countries. John 
Revell gave graphic accounts of the many ways in 
which MAF helps other agencies, hospitals, schools 
and churches do things that otherwise would be 
impossible. During the afternoon – when people 
welcomed coming into the shade and cooler 
atmosphere of the church – he showed four different 
videos of the planes being used.

Spotlight 
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S ome key aspects of being and 
growing as a Christian are hard to 

do in a medium sized or big church. 
Things like sharing your experience, 
caring for others, exploring your faith 
and that of others, sharing your 
f e e l i n g s ,  ex p l o r i n g  o t h er s ’ 
understanding, delving a bit deeper 
than the Sunday sermon, showing 
God’s love for others are just a few of 
the things that are easier to do when 
there are fewer people around. 
This is where small groups come in. 
The idea of a small group is nothing 
new and has been around since the first 
Christians gathered together. When we 
meet together in small groups we can 
grow more effectively as Christians. 
We grow up, in and out. 

Up  Our relationship to God. 

In   Our relationship with one another. 

Out Our relationship with the wider 
community and the world. 

If you have never been along to a 
fellowship group meeting, then you 
are probably wondering what can 
produce such results. Well, yes, 
fellowship groups can be amazing but 
the basic format is very simple: a 
group of individuals get together 
regularly,  normally in somebody’s 
home, and follow a pattern of 
worship,  s tudy,  prayer  and 
fellowship. For many fellowship 
groups it does not stop there; they 
may meet for the occasional meal or 
for a day out involving other 
members of their family or friends. 
Here is how three fellowship group 
members describe what their 
fellowship group means to them.  

“For me a fellowship group is an 
extended family. You have the 
chance to get closer to people and be 
more involved in their lives than 
would ever be possible in the normal 
church environment. It’s been 
absolutely fundamental to my growth 
as a Christian through the love shown 
to me and being able to walk with 
others through both joy and 
disappointment. Hearing and seeing 
others’ faith is one of the best ways 
to strengthen your own.” 

“My fellowship group is very 

important to me and I receive great 
strength from it both spiritually and 
practically. It is a place where I feel I 
can share and pray more freely. The 
members of my fellowship group 
have been a great support to me; in 
fact I don’t think I could have moved 
house without them. I highly value the 
friendships within my group.” 

“My fellowship group provides a 
'safe', loving environment in which to 
share concerns, doubts, questions and 
thoughts. It’s somewhere to receive 
non- judgmenta l suppor t  a nd 
encouragement, as well as receiving 
teaching through good bible study. 
Even when I am not able to attend the 
meeting I’m still able to give and 
receive support through prayer.” 

Fellowship groups have been part of 
the life of the church at Totley Rise 
for a very long time, but if you have 
never been part of one why not give it 
a try. Give Garry, one of the stewards 
or Eddie Grundy a call and they will 
arrange for you to ‘test drive’ a 
fellowship group. If you are already a 
member of a fellowship group, take a 
moment to reflect on the blessings 
you have received from the group and 
think about ways your group can 
develop in the future. 
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S omeone once wrote that every 
age has produced fairy tales.  

Something inside us believes, or 
wants to believe, that the world as 
we know it is not the whole story.  
We hope that death is not the end, 
and that the universe is more than an 
enclosed terrarium.  So we keep 
spinning and repeating stories that 
hold the promise of another world.  
These stories don’t simply demand 
that another world exists, but that 
this ‘other world’ is not far away.  
You step into a wardrobe and you’re 
in Narnia.  You walk through a forest 
and stumble across a cottage with 
seven dwarfs.  The stories that 
endure are the ones which touch this 
longing inside us. 

J.K.R. Tolkien wrote, ‘It is the mark 

of a good fairy-story, of the higher or 
more complete kind, that however 
wild its events, however fantastic or 
terrible the adventures, it can give to 
the child or man that hears it, when 
the “turn” comes, a catch of the 
breath, a beat and a lifting of the 
heart, near to (or indeed accompanied 
by) tears, as keen as that given by any 
form of literary art’.  

Furthermore, fairy tales are not just 
stories about the transformation of the 
world around us.  They are usually 
about the transformation of the central 
characters: frogs become princes, ugly 
ducklings swans, cowards turn into 
heroes.  Frederick Buechner wrote, 
‘These are all features that the gospel 
has in common with fairy tales, with 
this one great difference:  the gospel is 

true’.  The life and the words of Jesus 
to anyone who really hears them 
would bring a catch of the breath, a 
beating and uplifting of the heart, and 
sometimes tears.  They still do.  The 
good news is that this ‘other world’ - 
the Kingdom of God – is closer than 
you think.  It is available to ordinary 
men and women.  It is available to 
people who have never thought of 
themselves as religious or spiritual.  
It is available to you!  The gospel is 
the number one story.  It is the truth 
about hope and transformation and 
what is possible when we place our 
lives into the hands of a loving and 
gracious God.

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Over the last few years, Nick 
Whitworth has run in several long-
distance events being sponsored for 
different charities including Mencap 
and FOIL AIDS. We asked him to write 
about what motivated him in doing this. 

I n May 2004 I moved to Matlock. 
That move marked my return to 

regular road running and ultimately to 
competing once more in half marathons 
and marathons in different parts of the 
country. 

Although hilly, Matlock provided 
opportunities to run from where I was 
staying. I established a challenging 
circular route which I increased 

steadily. I timed my runs and the 
motivations the next time I went out 
were two-fold - to beat my previous 
time and the feeling of satisfaction 
from achieving my targets. I feel there 
is a very strong relationship between 
physical and mental fitness and I felt 
the benefits. 

In August 2004 I moved to 
Hollingwood and established a circular 
four mile route which I ran as often as 
possible. Someone told me about the 
2005 London Marathon. I filled in the 
form, and was given a place in the field 
by Mencap. The Marathon was set for 
17 April and I faced a real challenge to 
be not only physically fit in time, but 
also to raise the money Mencap 
required for their place. 

As preparation I completed several half 
marathons in the first few months of 
2005. Training was not always easy, 
partly due to commitments elsewhere 
and partly due to the cold British 
winter. During the winter of 2004/05 I 
found that one of the biggest hurdles to 
overcome was getting beyond the front 
door in the first place! 

In these difficult times I would think 
about and remember why I was doing 
all this. Growing up in Harpenden, I 
was a member of the Cub Scout 
Movement. I learnt the Cub Scout Law 
and promise. Those words still readily 
and easily come to mind. 
A Cub Scout always does his best 
Thinks of others before himself 
And does a good turn every day 

I promise that I will do my best 
To do my duty to God and to the Queen 
To help other people 
And to keep the Cub Scout Law. 

 

These words, over thirty years after I 
read them for the first time, sum up 
my motivations for running the 
London Marathon on behalf of 
Mencap last year, and again this year 
on behalf of Mencap and FOIL 
AIDS. They remind me of Jesus’ 
commands to love God and to love 
my neighbour as myself. 

Sometimes I may feel that the world 
is against me, yet compared to others 
my issues are really very small and 
insignificant. I have been fortunate 
to live to 41 without serious accident 
or illness, to be in full time 
employment, live in my own home 
and know the love and support of 
parents and family -  so many cannot 
say that. 

The Cub Scout Law talks of thinking 
of others before oneself, and the 
promise talks of helping other 
people. For me these are relevant 
today and provide all the motivation 
I need. Through the generosity and 
support of others I can contribute 
towards improving other people’s 
lives and put something back into 
society. I like to think the £3,700 last 
year and the £2,951 this year have 
done that. 
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I t seems a long time since the anticipation, frustration, 
expectation, joy and, finally, the inevitable despair which 

is the lot of any England football fan during a major 
tournament.  However, as with the previous World Cup, the 
congregation of Totley Rise were able to console each other 
by joining together to watch a number of matches on our 
very own big screen.  Thanks to the wonders of modern 
technology, and a few pieces of duck tape, all of the opening 
games were beamed onto the screen at the front of the

P reachers in July took us through the things 
that we can learn from musical shows that 
have appeared in the West End. In Joseph 
and the Amazing Technicolor 

Dreamcoat we find God speaking in dreams to 
Pharoah and to Joseph.

the Church of England. He was always 
astounded that God could not only love 
someone as bad as he had been but also 
change his life for good. He expressed this 
in his best known hymn Amazing Grace.

S is for  serenity that 
comes from a fixed relationship with 
Jesus – the song Make of our hands one 
hand could well be a song between the 
Christian and Jesus. T is for Tonight – 
one of the show’s most famous songs – 
decide now to be a follower of Jesus. 
 
Two things come from The Sound of 
Music.  How do you solve a problem 
like Maria?  Her true calling in God was  
not as a Nun but as a wife.  Find your 
own place in Him and go for it (climb 
every mountain).  Secondly do what is 
right, like Captain von Trapp, even when 
it is unpopular.  Are you prepared to be 
different for God?  Taking the lead gives 
others encouragement to follow.  

 
In Les Miserables there is a real contrast 
between the main character and the policeman 
who pursues him throughout the show.  The hero 
has spent 19 years in prison and on release steals 
some silver from the local bishop.  The bishop not 
only forgives him but tells the police that it was a 
gift. In response to this grace the criminal 
completely changes his ways and lives a life for 
others thereon.  By contrast the policeman with 
his commitment to the letter of the law cannot 
understand grace and when it is offered to him 
late in life he cannot receive it and commits 
suicide.  Receiving and living by grace gives a 
full life – living only by laws kills.

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O ur visit to the AIDS hospice in 
Ikhaya Lobomi was in stark 

contrast to our hotel in Durban.  At 
the conference we stayed in a plush 
hotel room overlooking green lawns, 
palm trees and the warm Indian 
ocean.  On the day of our visit the 
Ikhaya Lobomi hospice was shrouded 
in a cool mist.  

The Ikhaya Lobomi project is 
supported through FOIL AIDS, and 
is run by a vibrant young woman 
called Patience.  In the room where 
she described the work of the project 
lay a young girl of about 14 who was 
having a fitful sleep. She had recently 
been brought to the hospice with her 
6 month old baby.  Also staying in 
the building were 9 adults and 3 
babies.  Although the rooms were

and 15 car loads of older folk from 
Dore and Totley headed out into 
Derbyshire. Many went to the well 
dressing at Hope, but others enjoyed an 
hour’s drive in the beautiful Derbyshire 
country side – then back to TRM for a 
light supper and entertainment. 

Fifty-eight people from the community, 
many also part of TRM’s luncheon 
club, were enjoying their annual 
summer outing and entertainment put 
on by TRM church. After the free meal 

Mike Hardy introduced the concert and 
told some jokes. The choir sang; Joe 
Bowring conducted; Len Capper sang 
some country songs and everyone 
thoroughly enjoyed themselves.

T he advice service at Totley 
Rise Methodist Church has 

had another successful year and 
has seen more than 250 clients.  
We have assisted a large number 
of people to obtain disability 
benefits—Incapacity Benefit, 
Disability Living Allowance, 
Attendance Allowance and 
Carer’s Allowance.  We have 
regular requests for help with 
claiming Council Tax Benefit and 
Housing Benefit, and checking 
entitlement when changes in 
circumstances occur.  We also 
provide a debt advice service 
which is always in demand.  The 
bulk of debts are credit and store 
card expenditure, personal loans 
and bank overdrafts.  We help 
clients assess their current 
financial position and look at 

their options.  These can range 
from making repayment 
arrangements with creditors to 
filing for bankruptcy.  We can 
also help with employment, 
c o n s u m e r ,  h o u s i n g , 
relationship and all welfare 
benefit issues. 

Advice is provided by Dave 
Owen, Outreach Advice 
Worker for Woodseats Advice 
Centre.  It takes place from 10 
am to 12 noon on Tuesdays.  It 
is a drop-in session so no 
appointment is necessary.  A 
range of information leaflets is 
available.

The service is completely 
confidential and free.
